2 Aggressive ventilatory support may be needed. If the patient's ventilations are not effective

secure the patient's airway and assist ventilations.

3 Every head-injured patient who has had a period of unconsciousness must be

evaluated at a hospital.

4 Insert OPA oropharyngeal airway ONLY IF gag reflex is absent.

5 Isolated head injuries rarely cause shock. If shock is present look for another cause.

Note: Head injury may cause shock in infants.
